 Located in the remote, southern part of the South Luangwa National Park, Zambia  

 Situated in an mahogany grove overlooking a series of waterholes near the Luangwa 
River

Opening Dates / Child Policy 
 Bilimungwe is open from May to December  

 Children of 12 years and older are welcome 

 As children under 12 years of age are not allowed to go on walking safaris in the Park, 
families travelling with children aged 11 years and below will need to reserve the entire 
camp on a private basis and also hire a Private Guide & Vehicle for the duration of 
their stay at any of our Bushcamps. This enables the adults to go on walking safaris 
while the younger children can go on game drives with the guide in the extra vehicle 

 
Accommodation 

 2 x twin guest chalets (2 queen size beds in each) 

 2 x double guest chalets (king size bed in each)  

 1 x guide/tour leader basic accommodation 
 
Camp Details: 

 Newly re-built in 2011 

 Large thatched chalets on wooden decks, overlooking a series of waterholes 

 Each chalet is en-suite with indoor & outdoor showers, twin wash basins and toilet 

 Toiletries (soap, shampoo, conditioner,  skin moisturiser) are supplied in each chalet 

 The shady central dining area, lounge and bar offer great game viewing opportunities; 
overlooking a waterhole

Driving Times 

 All guests will be met at Mfuwe International Airport and taken by vehicle to Mfuwe 

Lodge (45 mins) for refreshments before travelling on to Bilimungwe Bushcamp 

 Mfuwe Lodge to Bilimungwe – approximately 2:00 hrs 30 mins to 3:00hrs – game-
viewing speed; driving through the South Luangwa National Park
